Organ Prelude: Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) – Christmas Choral Preludes from 
Orgelbuchlein (Little Organ Book)
Organ Postlude: Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) - Prelude in C Major BWV 547 for organ

The Prelude in C Major sounds almost like a musical procession entering or exiting the church. 
From the opening of the Prelude onwards, a world of movement unfolds, based on 2 motifs: a 
descending sequence (perhaps signifying the gift of heaven coming down to the earth) and an 
ascending motif (suggesting feelings of joy and thankfulness for the gift received). Bach plays 
with motionlessness as well. Towards the end of the Prelude, long, motionless notes in the pedal 
lead towards a moment when the movement seems to slow to a halt in a series of chords that go 
off the harmonic rails, only to be followed by a joyous conclusion.
