In	an	interview	with	Arthur	Abell,	Brahms	stated:	‘	When	I	feel	the	urge	(to	compose)	I	
begin	by	appealing	directly	to	my	Maker…I	immediately	feel	vibrations	that	thrill	my	
whole	being.	This	is	the	Spirit	illuminating	the	soul	within,	and	in	this	exalted	state	I	see	
clearly	what	is	obscure	in	my	ordinary	moods;	then	I	feel	capable	of	drawing	inspiration	
from	above’.

In	the	C	Major	Fugue,	Bach	spins	a	typically	expressive	and majestic	affect	from	a	
subject marked	by	melodic	simplicity. The	two final	entries sound	festive	and	inspiring,	
leading	to	one	of	Bach’s	most	satisfying	endings.
