Organ	Prelude:	Cesar	Franck	(1822-1890):	Cantabile	M36
Organ	Postlude:	Johann	Sebastian	Bach	(1685-1750)	Piece	d’Orgue BWV	572.
In	the	Cantabile,	we	hear	the	solo	Trompete in	almost	every	voice	– in	the	soprano,	tenor,	
bass,	sounding	in	a	wonderful	canon	at	the	third	part	of	the	piece.	Tournemire calls	it	“the	
soul’s	unsatisfied	desire”.

Bach’s	Piece	d’Orgue	has	always	been	enigmatic	within	all	of	his	output.	It	begins	making	
sense	if	we	consider	what	other	commentators	have	suggested,	that	the	middle	portion	
divides	into	eight	major	sections	corresponding	to	the	eight	days	of	the	Passion,	
beginning	with	the	entrance	into	Jerusalem	up	to	the	day	of	the	Resurrection.	The	
exuberance	of	the	‘Vivement'	prepares	the	festive	atmosphere	while	the	last	movement	
(‘Gravement’)	depicts	our	Savior’s	ascending	to	heaven.
